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Strengthen safety awareness and the concept of victim prevention
Strengthen the ability to respond to emergencies and emergency help skills
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1. Don't arrive at school too early alone or leave the campus too late, be sure to travel in a
group as much as possible, and don't walk through dark alleys or inaccessible places or
dangerous places.
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2. Please cooperate with the school's work and rest time, and avoid going to remote
corners of the campus alone or staying alone in the classroom to ensure your own safety.
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3. If any suspicious person is found on campus, the teacher commander, the police
garrison and the school safety center should be notified immediately.
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4.When you encounter strangers asking for help, you can enthusiastically inform them, but
you do not need to guide them personally, you should always pay attention to your own
safety, do not listen to the requests of others, and do not spend money or accompany you
to leave the school or accommodation.
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5. If you find a stranger following you outside of school, you should quickly run to a place

with more people or the nearest convenience store nearby for help.
