RESIDENTIAL RENTAL AGREEMENT

Article 2  Rental Term

Article 3  Rent and Security Deposit

Article 4  Other Payments

Article 5  Repairs and Alterations
(1) When the room takes normal wear and tear and thus needs repairing, the landlord shall repair it without delay.
(2) If the tenant wants to alter the furnishings and fixtures in the room, he or she shall obtain the landlord’s consent. Any alteration to shall not damage the structure of the room.
Article 6  Restrictions on Use of the Room
(1) The room is for the residential purpose only. Without the landlord’s consent, the tenant shall not use the room for other purposes.
(2) The tenant agrees to observe the dormitory rules. In addition, the tenant shall not use or store any explosives and flammable materials for safety reasons. If the tenant causes any harm, he or she shall be liable for it.
(3) Without the landlord’s consent, the tenant shall neither transfer the tenant’s tenancy under this agreement nor sublet the room.

Article 7  Breach of Contract
(1) The landlord may terminate the tenancy in the following situation: the tenant has owed the landlord two months’ rent and has been notified by the landlord to pay it during a particular period of time; however, the tenant still fails to pay the rent.

(2) The tenant shall pay the landlord the compensation in the following situations:
   ( The tenant terminates the tenancy and has been notified by the landlord to move out of the room. However, the tenant fails to vacate the room. Then the compensation is twice as much as the rent that is from the next day of the termination to the day when the tenant moves out.
( The term of this agreement has ended, and the tenant has notified the landlord that he or she will not renew the agreement. However, the tenant fails to vacate the room. Then the compensation is twice as much as the rent that is from the next day of the day when the agreement expires to the day when the tenant moves out.
Article 8  Landlord’s Termination 
The landlord will have the right to terminate this agreement because of the tenant’s default in the following situations:
(1) The tenant fails to pay the two months’ rent. After the landlord’s demand for payment, the tenant still fails to pay.
(2) The tenant violates the regulations described in Article 6 of this agreement.

(3) The tenant violates the regulations described in paragraph 2 of Article 5 of this agreement.
(4) The tenant violates the dormitory rules that are listed in the Appendix B. After the landlord has told the tenant to observe these rules in person more than two times, the tenant still fails to obey.
Article 9  Tenant’s Termination 
The tenant will have the right to terminate this agreement because of the landlord’s default in the following situations:

(1) When the room takes normal wear and tear and thus needs repairing, the landlord shall repair it. After the tenant tells the landlord to repair it during a particular period of time, the landlord fails to repair it.
(2) The room is unfit for human habitation, and this will thus endanger the tenant’s life.

Article 10 Abandoned Personal Items
After the term of this agreement has ended or terminated, any personal property of the tenant left in the room will be dealt with in the following ways:

(1) After the tenant moves out of the room, he or she agrees to authorize the landlord to dispose of his or her abandoned property without further notice.

(2) The tenant has not vacated the room and surrendered it to the landlord, and the landlord has notified him or her to do so during a particular period of time. However, the tenant still fails to move out. Then any personal property of the tenant in the room shall be considered abandoned by this tenant. Then this tenant also authorizes the landlord to dispose of his or her abandoned property without further notice.
Article 11 Surrender of the Room
When this rental agreement becomes invalid, the tenant shall vacate the room and surrender it to the landlord without delay. If the tenant has altered the furnishings and fixtures in the room with the landlord’s consent, on the day the tenant moves out, he or she shall surrender to the landlord the room in good condition; the fixtures and all property belonging to landlord shall be in the same condition as when the tenants first moved in.
Article 12 Law that Governs this Agreement
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Republic of China.
Article 13 Additional Terms and Conditions
(1) If for any reason the tenant vacates the room prior to the term that is agreed in this agreement, he or she shall notify the landlord at least 30 days prior to the intended termination date. The tenant shall also pay the amount equal to ______ month(s)’ rent to compensate the landlord for the loss and damage incurred. Next, the landlord shall return the rest of the rent to the tenant.
This agreement is in duplicate, and each copy is legally valid. Each party shall hold one copy.

Remarks
1. The following remarks are for reference purposes only and shall not be regarded as part of this agreement.
2. Before executing this agreement, the landlord and the tenant shall carefully read and review it. Either party may execute this agreement by signing, stamping with his or her seal, or using his or her inked fingerprint. In addition, it is vitally important to write both parties’ domicile and R.O.C. National Identification Numbers. These numbers may be replaced with R.O.C. Alien Resident Certificate numbers or with passport numbers.
3. When signing this agreement, be sure to confirm the identities of each party by his or her R.O.C. National Identification Card, R.O.C. Alien Resident Certificate, or passport. If any party is under age, this agreement shall be executed by his or her legal guardian.
4. To know whether the landlord has the right to lease or sublease the room to the tenant, the tenant may request the landlord to submit concrete evidence such as the title deed, a certified copy of the building registration, and the master lease agreement. One shall especially examine the master lease agreement to see whether subletting is prohibited in it.

5. The appropriate amount of the compensation mentioned in paragraph 1 of Article 13 is one month’s rent.
6. In accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 97 of the Land Law of R.O.C., the rent for the premises in cities shall not exceed ten percent of the interest of the reporting value of the real property per annum. In addition, Article 99 of the Land Law states that the appropriate amount of the security deposit is two months’ rent; the amount of the security deposit that exceeds two months’ rent can be paid for any rent or any part of it.
7. On the day the tenant moves in, he or she may take pictures of the room and make a list of the furnishings and appliances in the room. Hence, when the tenant is going to move out and to surrender to the landlord the room in good condition, the tenant can refer to these pictures and the list.

8. After paying the rent or the security deposit, the tenant shall request the landlord either to give a receipt or to record the payment of the rent or the security deposit in the agreement. In addition, when the landlord returns the security deposit to the tenant, the landlord shall request the tenant either to give a receipt or to record the return of this money in the agreement.

Appendix B
DORMITORY RULES
1. Do not gamble, drink alcohol, or take drugs. Those who break this rule will be handed over to the police.
2. Do not make excessive noise, which will disturb the peace and comfort of neighboring residents. Those who often do so and have been warned many times will be expelled from the dormitory and shall not raise any objection to it.
3. Do not vandalize. Those who cause damage to any furnishings or appliances in the room shall pay the cost of the damaged items in compensation.
4. Do not nail anything to the wall in the room or scribble on it.
5. Park your scooter or bicycle orderly. Do not start your engine until you move your scooter out of this building.

6. Do not invite other people to stay overnight in your room. If you want to live with another person in one room here, another public water usage charge and another charge for the supply of public electricity shall be made.

7. Do not smoke or eat betel nuts in the building.

8. Do not cook food in your room for safety reasons.
9. Pay attention to electrical safety in the room so as to prevent electrical hazards. If one causes an electrical accident because of his or her negligence, he or she shall be liable for the cost of this accident. The landlord reserves the right to take legal action.
10. The tenant has the duty to keep the room and especially the toilet clean.
11. Take out and throw your garbage by yourself. Do not put your garbage on the corridors in order to keep the public space clean. 

12. Do not keep a pet in order to make our building clean.

13. For the tenant whose rental lease expires and who will not renew it, he or she shall clean up the room. Before this tenant surrenders the clean room to the landlord, the landlord and this tenant shall together carry out an inspection of the room and of the furnishings and appliances in it.
14. After the end of the lease term, the tenant shall return the key to the landlord. After the landlord carries out a check on the condition of the room, the security deposit will be returned to the tenant.
15. Supplementary rules:
